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Banana Bread Muffins 
The perfect cozy recipe for fall. Enjoy the moist goodness 
of banana bread but in muffin form. Quick and easy 
breakfast or dessert. Makes 12 muffins 

Ingredients:  
• 8 Tbsp butter, softened 
• 3/4 cup brown sugar 
• 1/2 cup plain Greek yogurt 
• 2 eggs 
• 1 tsp vanilla 
• 2 cups flour 

 
• 1 tsp baking powder 
• 1/4 tsp baking soda 
• 1/2 tsp cinnamon 
• 1/4 tsp ground ginger 
• 1/2 tsp salt 
• 1/2 mashed overripe banana 

Directions: 

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Line a 12-cup muffin tin with muffin cups or parchment   
paper. 

2. In a large bowl, cream butter with brown sugar, yogurt, eggs, and vanilla. Whisk in      
banana. 

3. In a separate bowl, whisk flour, baking powder, baking soda, cinnamon, ginger, and salt. 
4. Mix together the wet and dry ingredients in a large bowl until combined. 
5. Divide batter evenly into prepared muffin tin. 
6. Bake until golden and a toothpick inserted in the center of a muffin comes out clean, 20 

to 25 minutes.
